a) Short Program and Free Skating, each Team shall be allowed a warm-up of at least
one (1) minute in duration (without their music during the judging time of the pre-
vious Team) before the Team is called to start.

b) A Team must not take more than thirty (30) seconds for exiting the ice surface for

both the Short Program and Free Skating.

c) The first Team of each starting group is granted a two (2) minute warm up pe-
riod before their call to start.

The Referee’s Assistant Ice permits the first and each additional Team to enter the ice

for their warm-up.
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
